my Psychiatric and General nursing diplomas in the Health Ministry
Netherlands, and then my BSN (UofM) and MSA (CMU) in

health care administration, here in the States.

My 45 years of nursing experience has focused mainly on mental health administration for the
State of Michigan, treating teens through geriatrics. | also was sailing for the Royal Rotterdam
Lloyd as a nurse/ administrator for two years which took me around the world twice. While
waiting for my emigration papers to clear | worked in the emergency room at Rasmussen
Medical University in Rotterdam for a year. | worked two years as a nurse/ counselor in an
alcoholic treatment center in Groningen, and after retiring from the State, worked 10 years at
the John Dingell VA hospital in Detroit, as a case manager.

Arriving in Michigan, | was required to take pediatric and obstetrical nursing to obtain my
license to practice. The positive outcome of that experience was meeting Norma. In the early
part of our marriage our family had the opportunity to live and work in the Netherlands.

READY FOR SCHOOL: PARENTS AS TEACHERS ~ A VOLUNTEER
OPPORTUNITY

Of the 2000 children in the Holland/ Zeeland community who enrolled in kindergarten
last fall, 1,600 (57%) were found not to be READY FOR SCHOOL.

Twenty community leaders formed a READY FOR SCHOOL initiative to address this
issue. As a part of this effort, a faith based task force chose the Parents as Teachers
program to train volunteer parent educators. Trained parent educators go into the
homes for repeated personal visits to share information about the child’s development
and talk about the parent’s questions. As the parent educator interacts with both the
parents and the infants, parents learn ways to develop their children’s motor skills,
social/ emotional skills, and language and literacy development -- all necessary skills
which will assure that children will be Ready for School.

To date, fifteen people have volunteered and have received the Parent as Teacher
training. With the support, help, and prayers of the Hope Church Community and
World Ministry, | attended a five day training program this summer and am currently
helping my first family who | will serve as they learn new ways to parent and enhance
their child’s development.

Some of you may be wondering, “Is this a waste of time?” Hiring on an intern;
planning new things for church; coming to church at all; reading this far in the
letter... Before you get into your polite denials let me just say that | think it's a good
question. And often I'm tempted to think that it is a waste of time. All of it. But what
keeps me from dismissing everything entirely is a simple idea: God is in it.

It’s funny how this little idea can keep you going.

Two years ago about this time | was pedaling my bicycle up a mountain in Serbia,
pulling a dusty kiddie trailer that housed two guitars, a bongo drum, a Chinese erhu
(2-stringed violin), a laptop, and miscellaneous food and bicycle items. Our band of
four had spent the last 11 months crossing China, Southeast Asia, India, and Nepal,
and now we were working our way across Europe, from Istanbul to Paris. It was
heavy...the trailer, | mean. But | didn't find myself asking, “Is this a waste of time?”
while pulling breaths of mountain air and listening to the rhythmic squeak of the trailer
attachment that matched the burning in my legs. | was too focused on the physical
challenge, the moment.

But that question definitely came up. It came up before | ever left the USA, when my friend
Peter asked in an email, “What do you think about bicycle touring...?” It came up on days we
were stuck in rain, sick of each other, or waiting for hours in line to apply for a visa. It came
up in the embarrassment of awkward and faltering conversations with generous hosts, full of
the possibility of misunderstanding. And it comes up now, looking back. Was it a waste of

time to pedal a bicycle 10,500 miles? Is it all just a waste of time?

| am saved from such a conclusion by the little idea that God is in it.

If you grow up in the church, you get such an idea occasionally. | got it on a small name card
my grandma gave me with attached verse:

Andrew
“Strong and Manly”
Be not afraid; neither be thou dismayed, for the Lord thy God is with thee,
whithersoever thou goest.  Joshua 1:9

| never thought | quite fit the strong and manly bill, but the verse gave me (and still gives me)
a good measure of comfort and confidence.

Was my parents’ seven years of missionary work in West Africa when | was a kid a waste of
time? Was a history major a waste of time? Was working for three years as a youth pastor in
Arizona a waste of time? Is going to a Reformed seminary after graduating from a Catholic
university after growing up Lutheran a waste of time?...

...Not if God is in it. And God is in it. Not forcefully or too obviously, but in glimpses and
moments, through prayer.
